Have members clean out their
rebuild areas and donate items they no longer use to the club auction. Partner-
ing with a community charity and sharing the proceeds works well. Social
events such as fipancake feedso work
has a pool of cash available for club site improvement projects that can fund
10% of the project cost.

AMA has recognized that the subject of fund-raising is important on both the
local and national level.
